Key Curriculum Objectives

English We will be using our basic skills to help us ensure our work is presented correctly.  Please ensure these are included when completing any work (non-negotiables, capital letters, full stops, finger spaces, cursive letters). Year 1- We will be recapping the use of s/es at the end of words to pluralise as well as how capital letters are used for people, places and events. We will also start an introduction to suffixes by using –ing and –ed. During the term we will be innovating stories to create our own beginning, middle or ending using stories from other countries to inspire us, such as ‘Handa’s Surprise’ and ‘Lila and the Secret of Rain’. Year 2- In Year Two we are going to be reading ‘Lila and the Secret of Rain’ and learning about life in Africa. We will compare the setting, characters and problem that appear in the book to that in other stories we have already read. The children will then write their own story set in Africa following the 5 part format. We will also be doing some Non-Fiction work based on the animals from Tanzania. The children will research animals and then write a non-chronological report; grouping their information under different sub-headings.
PowerMaths
Year 1: We will start the term with multiplication, whereby we use arrays (circles and dots) to multiply two numbers. Followed by division, we use objects to share initially and then work on arrays to share amounts. Then we will be working on halves and quarters of quantities and shapes. Finally we will be working on position and direction, this involves learning whole, half and three quarter turns, left and right and  prepositions (above, under, inside etc). 

Year 2: Our focus will be on statistics this term, alongside applying our addition, subtraction, multiplication and division methods in real life situations/problems and describing the properties of shapes. Our statistics topic will focus on making tally charts, creating and interpreting pictograms and estimating and measuring length and height.

Year 1: Our Topic this half term is called Holidays and Holydays. Firstly, we will be talking about our own experiences of holidays, what makes them happy times and the difference between ordinary days and holidays. Secondly, we will be retelling the story of the Holy Spirit at Pentecost, looking at some symbols and ways in which the Holy Spirit is a helper and guides us. Year 2: In Year Two our topic is going to be ‘Spread the Word’. The children will start by talking about their experiences of passing on messages and understand the feelings associated with passing on and receiving messages. We will use role play, photographs and videos to help us recall the story of The Ascension and Pentecost. We will learn that Pentecost is spreading the Gospel message through the gift of the Holy Spirit. We will then work on Spreading the Word in our own lives. 

Our new topic this half term is based in Africa! We will be reading a range of fiction and non-fiction books based on animals found in Africa (Tanzania region) and stories to give us ideas of what life in Africa is like. We are basing our topic around the link Derby has to Arusha thanks to Project Arusha, which is organised by St. Mary’s Church.   

Science (see knowledge organiser pages on website for more information)

Prior knowledge: In Foundation Stage the children talked about things they observed, such as plants and animals and to talk about and describe changes they noticed. They also learnt that living things in our environment are influenced by humans.

Key knowledge: We will be using our investigation skills by observing closely, comparing and contrasting familiar plants.

Year 2 - Prior knowledge is above (Year 1)  Plants – see and observe how seeds and bulbs grow into plants. Find out and describe how plants need water, light and a suitable temperature to grow and stay healthy.  
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germination | When the conditions are right, the seed
soaks up water and swells, and the tiny
new plant bursts out of its shell.
