Key Curriculum Objectives

English Answering simple questions based on texts read. Retelling stories and then planning their own 3 or 5 part story based on texts such as ‘Monkey Puzzle’, ‘Goggle Eyed Goats’, ‘Give me half!’, ‘Ruby’s worry’ and a set of instructions based on ‘Mama Panya’s Pancakes’. Re-read and edit their stories. Adding adjectives to describe food. Year 1 include non-negotiables- Capital letters, full stops, finger spaces, cursive letters. Year 2 include non-negotiables- Capital letters, full stops, finger spaces, cursive letters, adjectives, conjunctions, prefixes and suffixes.
PowerMaths Year 1: Coins – recognise the value of coins and notes, identify the value of money using greater and less than vocabulary, counting the value of the coins to make amounts. Finding halves and quarters of shapes in practical ways, finding halves and quarters of a number by sharing objects fairly, exploring how to make equal groups and solving worded problems. Year 2: Sorting 2D and 3D shapes, identifying features (sides/ corners/ vertices/ edges/ faces), making patterns with 2D shapes and recognising the shapes in a sequence and creating a cube net. Fractions: wholes and equal parts of a whole. Recognising the symbols ½, ¼, 1/3, and recalling how they can work out these fractions of a number using drawings or objects. Recognising the fraction of shape that is shaded. Telling the time- it is applicable to everyday life! Previous learning: Telling the time to the hour and half hour, before moving onto quarter to and past the hour and recognising to the nearest 5 minute interval. Learning how many seconds (60) in 1 minute, minutes (60) in 1 hour, hours (24) in 1 day and comparing durations of time. 
RE-In Year One the topics are going to be ‘Being Sorry’ and ‘Neighbours’. Being Sorry is thinking about networks of friendships and relations which enable human beings to live together. We will begin by reflecting on the Catechism of the Catholic Church and how the Sacrament of Reconciliation with God bring about a true spiritual resurrection, restoration of the dignity and blessings of the life of the children of God, of which the most precious is friendship with God. In our Neighbours topic, we learn that the Church is universal, it is the people that God gathers in the whole world and that each person has God given dignity. We will explore the book of Isaiah and we find out what some of God’s messengers had to say and how what they were wise things to the people of that time about God and what was going to happen. 
In Year Two we will study the topics of ‘Rules’ and ‘Treasures’. Firstly the children will explore the rules we have at home and in school. We will then reveal the reason for rules in the Christian family. The children will recognise stories of forgiveness from the Bible and how the followers of Jesus say sorry and ask for forgiveness. We will use some religious words and phrases to describe the Sacrament of Reconciliation. We will end the year with ‘Treasures’. The children will share what they treasure, before we reveal the stories from the Bible about creation and treasuring our world. We will discuss how religion is lived out by believers in terms of treasuring God’s world and make links between the stories and real life actions.

Science 
Year 1 -Prior knowledge: recognising there are four seasons and being able to name them. Discussing how the temperature changes- particularly from winter to summer.
Year 2 -Prior knowledge (Year 1): Animals as living things- herbivores, omnivores, carnivores, mammals, birds, fish, amphibians and reptiles.   



D&T Textiles – Previous knowledge: recognising textures and patterns on fabric and the ability to cut and arrange different fabrics.
Year 1: To use simple colour paper or fabric strips to create a design weave. To thread paper or fabric using under and over technique. Year 2: To thread paper or fabric using under and over technique. To use colours to create an effective design.
Technical knowledge- to be able to weave/ build the tallest structure; exploring how they can be made stronger, stiffer and more stable as you go.  Evaluate by describing what went well and what didn’t. Year 2: suggest how their product could be improved.
