Term Definition
Alliteration When words placed together start with
the same sound.
“She sells sea shells on the sea
shore”.
Metaphor When you say something is something
else but you know it can’t be.
*“She is a star!”
Simile When you compare two things using
‘as’ or ‘like".
*“As brave as a lion”.
Oxymoron When two words are placed together
with opposite meanings.
*“Cruel kindness™ or “silent scream”.
Onomatopoeia Words that sound like what they are.
“Meow"” or *“crash”.
Assonance The repetition of a vowel sound
*“Go slow over the road”.
Emotive Language used to create a particular
language emotion in the reader.
Figurative When writers use similes, metaphors
language or personification to describe
something in a non-literal way.
(magery When something is described in way
that appeals fo our senses.
Structure The way that the poem is
arranged/organised.
Sibilance A repeated ‘s’, "sh’ or ‘2’ sound.
Semantic field A group of words in the poem that are
all about the same thing/idea.
Caesura A pause in the middle of the line.
Enjambment When one line runs into another
without a pause.

Marys and looked at a range of different
sentence types, styles and literary features.
